Portfolio #1: Contents
Due Date: November 22, 2010
AP English Language & Composition

Your portfolio is a collection of your work that you submit three times a year. It demonstrates your progress in the class in a highly tangible way. Here are the components I expect to find in your first portfolio. As the marking period progresses, there may be changes. Those changes may be additions, modifications, or deletions, so please pay close attention to any discussion related to portfolios and check the website for updates.
Cover Letter (30 pts)
You are responsible for writing a cover letter to me describing what you have learned this marking period. Please use letter format here, not MLA.

Table of Contents (10 pts)
You will create a table of contents that lists all the items you have included. This piece of the puzzle will help you stay organized, and it will allow me to recognize the completion of your project.

Outside Readings and Annotations (150 pts)
You will include six annotated essays by the same writer and a one-page analysis of the essayist’s style. (20 points for each annotation and 30 points for the analysis)
Vocabulary Study (70 pts)
You will include five lists of ten words each with the word, the source for the word (use MLA format, please), definition (including part of speech), the sentence where you found the word (so we can both see if you have in fact found the right definition for the context), and an original sentence. (50 points total, 10 per list)
You will include an assessment of the success of your vocabulary study. (20 points)
Class Documentation (125 pts)
You will include a SOAPS analysis of five assigned readings. (25 points each—you will not receive extra points for any additional analyses.)
Writing (100 pts)
You will select two of your in-class journal seeds and grow them into completed essays. Each should be between two and three typed pages. These will be submitted and graded separately BEFORE you complete your portfolio, so the grade you receive here is based on including them in your portfolio, not for writing them. (20 points)
You will select one class assignment and revise it. Revision does not mean correcting your spelling. A revised essay is significantly different in organization or tone or some other way. Be sure to include the original essay so that I will be able to see the changes. (60 points)
You will include a description the process you used to revise this paper. (20 points)
Presentation (15 pts)
Your portfolio should be presented in a three-ring binder. All papers must be neat, and the finished product should be well-organized. Do NOT tuck papers into pockets because they may fall out and get lost. Do NOT put any items in plastic sleeves because I will not be able to make comments through the plastic.

Please note that the portfolio is a long-term assignment that carries a great deal of weight for the marking period. If you do not turn it in on time, you will be assessed a 10 percent grade reduction for every school day it is late. “On time” means during or before your assigned period, not at the end of the day.
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
