Biographical Information


Daniel Glick spent most of his journalistic career as a writer for Newsweek magazine, where he stayed for thirteen years and covered many high-profile stories such as the Jon Benet Ramsey murder and the Columbine shootings.  He also wrote for over a dozen other magazines including The New York Times Magazine and Wilderness.  His 2001 novel Powder Burn, which investigated the costliest act of ecoterrorism in U.S. history, was a Denver Post bestseller and Colorado Book Award finalist.  In 2003 Glick published Monkey Dancing: A Father, Two Kids, and a Journey to the ends of the Earth about an around-the-world trip he took with his two children after losing his brother and becoming a single father.  Glick’s “Geo Signs: The Big Thaw” investigates the nature and effects of climate change.  It was originally published in National Geographic in 2004 (Sanders).
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In this article Glick examines the effects of climate change on our planet including the reduction in both size and number of glaciers, the increased salinity of the ocean, and the changing temperature of the oceans.   He warns of the risk of rising sea levels, including erosion of beaches, and saltwater intrusion into drinking water and irrigation water supplies. He also studies the effect known as the “ocean conveyer belt” and posits that changes in this system will cause drastic climate change in as little as a decade. Of particular interest to Glick is Alaska, a state that has documented major changes associated with global warming and which, he believes, should serves as an early warning system to the rest of the planet.
